Dear North Shore School District 112 Parents & Community,  

 

EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY, AND UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE ALL 

SCHOOLS IN NORTH SHORE SCHOOL DISTRICT 112 ARE CLOSED. 

 

To safeguard the health and wellness of students, staff, and the community, I  have 

made the decision to close all schools in North Shore School District 112 effective 

immediately. This includes students who attend special education schools outside of 

District 112 schools.  

 

There will be no classes tomorrow Friday, March 13​; our projected return date is 

Tuesday, April 14 (this reflects a two week period following spring break and anticipated 

travel from our community). This is a dynamic situation and the return to school date 

may change.  

 

By closing schools to prevent the potential spread of COVID-19, we help lessen the 

burden on hospitals, which will need to focus their energy on people who are ill. Please 

note - we are not aware of anyone in NSSD112 who has been infected or exposed to the 

coronavirus. This is a purely precautionary measure to help safeguard our community. 

 

We have been working on plans to provide for the continuation of education, which will 

be implemented on Monday, March 30. We will share more education/learning 

communications next week. 

 

In addition, as you may be aware, more than 25% of our families qualify for the Free and 

Reduced Lunch Program. We are working on ways to provide meals for our families in 

need, communication will be forthcoming. Innovation Learning’s before and after 

school program is closed during the extended school closure.

We will 

have a Board of Education Meeting on Tuesday, March 17, 2020, at 7:00 pm (this will be 

live-streamed). ​The buildings will be open on Monday, March 16 for parents to 

pick up their children’s medications, all principals, administrative 

assistants, and nurses will report to work.
